Psychological features and determinants of moral development of the personality
in childhood

The article deals with the features and regularities of the moral development of the personality
in childhood. The role of internal and external determinants of moral development of personality is
considered. It was found out that the child's ability to moral self-regulation of his behavior is formed
under the influence of the environment, each element of which can have a different effect on the child
and is determined by the peculiarities of the mental life of a person at various stages of its
development. It is stated that the development of the moral consciousness of the socially predetermined
process of its main driving force is the interaction of the child with the environment, social
environment. Among the conditions for the successful development of the person's decisive role belongs
to education which is one o f the means of management of the child’s social activity. It is established
that an important feature of moral development in childhood is the gradual differentiation of moral
concepts in relation to adults and peers, which leads to differences in the nature of the formation of
both moral judgments and moral behavior of the child. It is proved that the basic condition for the
moral development of the child is a specially organized educational system of educational influences,
and one of the obligatory conditions for the formation of a moral person is the principle of the unity of
the word and the work, as well as the inclusion of the mechanisms of self-education. It is noted that it is
impossible to study the morality of children only by assigning them certain knowledge (rules, norms,
requirements), since moral consciousness is formed only in the process of passing through real life
situations and circumstances. That is, the child must be able to understand his actions, compare them
with the rule, evaluate their actions and change their uctions in accordance with the norm.

Mechanism of practical implementation of the creation of multicultural language

environment in the institution of preschool educational establishment

The article deals with the urgent problem of the mechanism of practical realization of creating
multicultural language environment in pre-school educational establishment. It is noted that pre-school
children, who are raised in the single social environment do not have pronounced national
peculiarities, but they are in the multicultural environment. Multiculturalism is considered as the
ability of the pedagogue to teach a child of pre-school age positive perception of the diversity of
cultures, the ability to create conditions for the formation of tolerance, national consciousness,
patriotism, intercultural communication of the personality, ability to develop variety of cultural
practices. Types and forms of cultural practices are described. It is cleared out that the pivotal
(vertical) idea of the mechanism of realization of creating multicultural language environment is the
transformation by the child of the values of the world, speech culture, society into the personal inner
world of values; the basic (horizontal) idea is the environment. The ways of assimilating by the child of
the designated values are mentioned. The attention is focused on the fact that the procedural aspect of
creating multicultural language environment has two sides: perceptual and interactive. The structure
of the multicultural language environment in the establishment of pre-school education as a multi-
component system is considered. It is mentioned that the practical realization of creating multicultural
language environment under the conditions of pre-school educational establishment and family
involves the construction of such environment in two directions: subjectspeech, speech-space and the
requirements to them are clarified. It is concluded that the developmental effect of the multicultural
language environment depends not only on the conditions, but on the nature of the communication
between the adult and the child, on the educational situations with multicultural workloads, methods,
tasks that will promote and stimulate speech development, activity and independence of the child of the
pre-school age.

Spasticity of muscles and its influence on general psychophysical development of

children

Morphofunctional features of spasticity of muscles are described in the article. It is noted that
the main characteristic of spasticity is muscle hypertension, which is a chronic pathological increase in
muscle tone, which, depending on the nature of oppression (defeat) of the central nervous system and
its degree of severity, can be expressed in mild, moderate and severe degrees. Spastic syndrome
greatly reduces and distorts motor development of the child, his speech and cognitive development,
play, subject-manipulative activity, normative behavior patterns, which complicates his subsequent
successful socialization. The secondary symptoms of muscle spasm have been formulated and
described. It has been established that muscular hypertension subsequently leads to the development of
secondary symptoms of spasticity, which include: violation of contractile ability of the muscles, arising
muscular imbalance in muscle-antagonists; reduction of blood supply, accompanied by ischemia of
muscle fibers and accumulation of decay products causing inflammatory processes; increased spasm;
hypotrophy of muscles, fibrosis, and others. Secondary symptoms of muscle spasticity are formulated
and described.
