,,Difficult children”: a retrospective analysis of the concept

The article analyzes the emergence and transformation of the concept ,,difficult children” in the
pedagogical science. The content of the notion has been characterized: in the nineteenth century it was
considered like , hard-core” - children with clearly defined physical disabilities; in the early twentieth
century — like ,, difficult children” — children-offenders, homeless children, children with various defects,
children from mass school, which complicated the educational process. It was found that in the 20-30's
of the XX century, the concept ,, difficult child” was marked by different groups of children who for many
reasons were ,,difficult” for teachers and parents. It has been proved that the meaning of the concept
. difficult children” in the 50-60-ies of the twentieth century included: unacceptable to the upbringing of
children; children with mental, physical and 317 mental disabilities. But in comparison with previous
decades, this notion has ceased to include such groups of children as offenders and homeless. In the 70 ’s
and 80’s of the XX-th century, , hard-core child” was considered a psychologically and physically
healthy child, who became ,, difficult” for unfavorable living conditions in a family or school. The
modern meaning of the notion , difficult children” refers to children who have difficulties with
socialization, their moral norms are difficult to form and, as a result, deviations of forms of behavior
arise; includes different categories of children: children with pronounced giftedness, children with minor
psychological or physical disadvantages.
